 I am pleased to share with that NAEAC is publishing its �rst ever issue of 
e-newsletter since its establishment in 2008. At this occasion, I would 
like to share some of my thoughts about history, objectives, and 
contributions of the council and its future prospects.

Almost twelve years ago, HEC established �ve accreditation councils 
that were responsible for program accreditation at undergraduate level 
across the country in the respective subjects with complete autonomy 
in terms of implementation under policy guidelines of HEC. National 
Agriculture Education Accreditation Council (NAEAC) was one amongst 
them. Since its inception, the Council has successfully carried out its 
activities to achieve its objective of external assessment and 
accreditation process, to improve the quality of higher education, 
enhance the capacity of institutions, and upgrade the academic and 
physical infrastructure of Agriculture Universities. 

As per HEC's vision 2025, the number of HEIs in the country is bound to 
increase together with number of degree programs, resulting in 
proliferation of accreditation councils' role to achieve and sustain 
academic excellence. NAEAC has been able to instill a momentum of 
quality consciousness amongst agriculture institutions that has become 
an integral part of their education system. The momentum needs to be 
continued through maintaining standardization of accreditation 
process, implementation of effective communication strategy between 
HEC, Council and DAIs, training of evaluators of the council and 
publishing of program accreditation reports on regular basis. I hope that 
initiation of this humble beginning will help highlight the activities of 
NAEAC on regular basis and feedback of the stake holders will help us to 
improve things at our end.
